NEW SHOW & GO POLICY HIGHLIGHTS

EFFECTIVE SEPTEMBER 12 SHOW & GO


- Registration:  Multiple runs – SAME HANDLER – 2 runs by a different HANDLER will be between all multiple runs.

                          Same dog, multiple runs – ONE REGISTRATION SHEET REQUIRED.

                          Same handler – different dog – ONE REGISTRATION SHEET REQUIRED PER DOG.

- Volunteer sheet available at registration for each show n go – for exhibitors who would like to help steward or 


judge if  the  NEED ARISES.

- Judges – there is no requirement that any of the volunteer judges be actual judges – Goal of committee is to

                   update a current list of “judge” volunteers.  

· In return for volunteering, judge and stewards are given 2 free runs.  If they use them the day of judging,  they must do so before judging begins at 8:30.  Otherwise, they are given a chit for runs another day.

· The afternoon judge/stewards must be at OTCH before their start time and will be put into the schedule around 11am or after the stationaries are completed.

- Create an in-gate and an out-gate at the opening – easel showing order of exhibitors placed next to out gate

- Create an Observer Gallery  next to the stewards’ table along the side wall of the ring.  People only, no dogs.

- Group Stays – Offer at 11:00 & 2:30 in big ring – mixed open and novice – however all Novice next to each other

              and all Open next to each other.  Numbers may dictate 2 sets of stays,  then Novice 1st, Open 2nd.

- Timed out policy – IF an exercise requires a repeat or training tools – exhibitor will be timed out at 9 minutes.      
This is not a time granted to each exhibitor;  this is the time  that must be adhered to when a repeat 
exercise occurs or one requiring numerous training tools.  An exhibitor may not go back to a previous 
exercise once the next exercise is under way.  An exhibitor may choose to do one exercise more than 
once, but must then give up another exercise.

- Sign in for another individual –an exhibitor may sign in one additional handler along with paying the fee for that 
handler’s runs.  This will not be refunded if handler does not show up in time to make assigned run.   A 
late handler will be placed at end of show n go if assigned slot is missed

- Early Bird Welcome – If an OTCH key holder arrives before 8:00 s/he is welcome (but not required) to allow 
fellow exhibitors to enter building.  Each entering person will be given a registration card by the OTCH 
member who opened the door.  The sheets will be labeled A, B, C, D . . . .  A is allowed to register 1`st, B 
second, and so on at 8:00 when registration opens.  (The ABC’s are assigned real armband numbers when 
they sign in at 8:00.)
